The journal is published three times per year in Slovenian and in the following foreign languages: English, German, Serbian, Croatian, Bosnian,
Italian, Slovak and Czech. The maximum length of discussions, records and historical documentation is 45,000 characters (with spaces), while
reviews and reports may contain up to 16,000 characters (with spaces). Discussions and records are published with abstracts in English and
Slovenian as well as summaries in English. During the publication procedures the editorial board only takes those contributions into account
which have been prepared in line with the rest of the guidelines (available here). A English Microsoft Word template is also available for
download: docx and dotx.

The articles should contain complete scientific apparatuses. Footnotes should be used for references to sources and literature. In the Sources
and References list all of the sources and literature referred to in the footnotes should be listed in the alphabetical order. Archive sources,
literature, magazines, online sources, oral statements etc. should be listed separately. The Chicago-style citation should be adhered to. When
listing archive sources, the rules adhering to the Slovenian archive source citation guidelines (click here) should be observed.

The editorial board proofreads and edits the incoming contributions, and the authors must review the changes and authorise them. No additions
to the text are allowed during correction. The editorship ensures the translation of the abstracts and summaries from Slovenian to English as
well as from English to Slovenian.

DUH LETA 1914 V AVSTRO-OGRSKI

[1] Clanek preuéuje "duh leta 1914" v Habsburski monarhiji - mit, da je v prvem poletju velike vojne, ko so bili vojaki poslani v boj proti srbskim in
ruskim sovraznikom, celoten imperij prevevalo navdusenje. Pojasniti skusa, koliko je bilo to razpoloZenje spontano, koliko pa so ga z vrha usmerjale
drZavne oblasti. Ugotavlja, da sta ob mobilizaciji oba navedena dejavnika vplivala drug na drugega. Prek izkusenj razli¢nih udeleZencev si prizadeva
prikazati dejansko raznolikost Custev v prvih tednih bojev.

ABSTRACT

[1] This article studies the "spirit of 1914” in the Habsburg monarchy, the myth that an enthusiastic mood prevailed across the empire during the first
summer of the Great War when troops were sent off against the Serbian and Russian enemies. It seeks to explain how far this mood was
spontaneous or directed from above by the state authorities, and finds that both interacted with each other as mobilization occurred. It also seeks
through a range of voices to show the actual diversity of emotion in these early weeks of hostilities. Many young men enlisted in order to pursue an
adventure, many imperial patriots or nationalists viewed the war as an opportunity for some "rebirth” for their cause; the press was largely
unanimous in suggesting popular support for the war. However, underneath this fagade many individuals were as much fearful as hopeful,
particularly the older generation. The strict censorship of news from the start of the war obscured these negative voices, but we find them in diaries
and memoirs of the time. These also suggest that the early excitement was short-lived. Many soldiers quickly experienced the horror of war,
especially in the east, and felt changed utterly by the trauma. On the home front, the shock came more slowly as casualty lists and refugees
surfaced. By October 1914 the initial expectations, encapsulated in the early “spirit”, were already waning. The state had to face the prospect of total
war, where its ability to protect its population was fatally put to the test.

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1. Raziskovanje vojaskih izkuSenj

[1]V zadnjih desetletjih se je raziskovanje 1. svetovne vojne v Sloveniji precej okrepilo.! Kljub temu pa v na§em poznavanju tega
obdobja ostajajo pomembne bele lise in mednje gotovo sodi vojaska izkusnja, ki zajema tako objektivne okolis¢ine kot tudi njihovo
subjektivno dozivljanje. 1z3li so sicer Stevilni vojaski dnevniki, spomini in nekatere korespondence, vendar to gradivo Se ni bilo
sistemati¢no historiografsko obdelano. Vojaskim izkusnjam so zgodovinarji namenili nekaj pozornosti, vendar praviloma niso bile v
fokusu zanimanja, ali pa so bile tematizirane v krajsih tekstih, ki ne omogoc¢ajo zelo iz&rpne obravnave. Kljub temu so zanimivi in
prinasajo dragocene podatke in interpretacije. Vsekakor to velja za vrsto tekstov Marte Verginella, v katerih je analizirala
avtobiografska pisanja slovensko govoreéih vojakov in civilistov iz ¢asa prve svetovne vojne.2 Prav tako je kljub majhnemu obsegu
zelo koristen novejéi tekst Marka Stepca, trenutno verjetno najboljSega poznavalca tematike.3 Bistveno bolj ambiciozen poskus pa je
Lutharjeva monografija O Zalosti niti besede, vendar je zal predvsem reprodukcija britanskih mitov iz 60. let 20. stoletja, medtem ko
napovedane rekonstrukcije emocionalne zgodovine v njej ni prav veliko.4

(2] Nekoliko bolj sistemati¢no so raziskani posamezni aspekti vojagkega Zivljenja. Se najbolje poznamo odnos slovenskih vojakov do
dvojne monarhije, drzave, ki jih je poslala na fronte.> V raziskavah Pavline Bobi¢ je prikazana vloga religije.® Manj pa vemo o tem,
kako so vojaki ziveli na frontah in doZivljali vojadke dimenzije velikega spopada. Ceprav je virov ogromno, zgodovinopisje e ni
obsezneje odgovorilo na vprasanja o tem, kako so vojaki dozivljali mraz in lakoto, spopade in trenutke relativhega miru, ubijanje in
umiranje ... Prav tako zgodovinarji Se niso celostno analizirali izkusnje mnozice vojnih ujetnikov; o tem je bila v zadnjih letih v
mednarodnem prostoru objavljena vrsta izredno zanimivih $tudij.? Celovita rekonstrukcija vojaske izkudnje, ali - bolje - vojaskih
izkusenj, torej ostaja deziderat.

[3] Ob tem je treba pripomniti, da podobna ugotovitev velja za celotni prostor nekdanje Avstro-Ogrske. Spremembe, ki so z
objavami Studij Paula Fussella (The Great War and Modern Memory, 1975), Johna Keegana (The Face of Battle, 1976) in Se
nekaterih zajele anglosasko zgodovinopisje o 1. svetovni vojni v 70. letih 20. stoletja, soasno ali nekoliko pozneje pa tudi nekatere
druge historiografije, so precej obsle Avstrijo in druge nasledstvene drzave.8 Zato je literature o izku3njah avstro-ogrskih vojakov
malo, medtem ko je zivljenje vojakov na zahodnem bojis¢u Ze dobro raziskano. V novejsi kratki analizi ameriski zgodovinar Jason C.
Engle, ki sicer uposteva le literaturo v nemscini in angles&ini, poleg spominske literature izpostavi samo Studijo Isabelle Brandauer o
Zivljenju vojakov na dolomitski fronti.® K temu lahko dodamo nekaj kasneje publicirane literature, zlasti razpravo Christe Himmerle
o avstro-ogrskih vojakih na jugozahodni fronti.1® Z dodatkom literature v drugih jezikih se nabor e razsiri - v hrvas&ini je v letu
2013 recimo iz&la obseZna Studija Filipa HamerSaka —, vendar ostaja skromen.11
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
